Math for Wall Square Footage Answer Sheet
Be sure to instruct class not to include math in work order. The contractor should do his own measuring & submit an itemized bill for work done.
Main house 1st floor walls: (8’ + 16’ + 15’ + 12’ + 12’ + 26’ +16’) = 105’ x 8’ = 840 sq’

Main house 2nd floor walls: 3’ x (26’ + 26’ + 16’ +16’)[kneewalls] + 2 x (12’ x 4’) [end trapezoids] =  330 sq’

Total wall area = 1170 sq’ – [windows + doors (2 x 20 sq’) + (8 x 12.5 sq’) + (8 x 10 sq’) = 220 sq’] = 950 sq’ net wall area
