The Weatherization Program has numerous unsung heroes.  Every day, our network has the opportunity to influence the quality of individual lives.  Richard "Dick" M. Saul believed in, and advocated for, the tenets that are the foundation of the Weatherization Program.  

Responding to the 1973 energy crisis, he conceived the idea of insulating homes of low-income families and funded a pilot project that was the first step in establishing the comprehensive federal Weatherization Assistance Program.

The Richard M. Saul Lifetime Achievement Award was established in 2005 by the Weatherization Assistance Program network in recognition of the founding role of Dick Saul in creating the federal low-income energy efficiency movement and reducing the energy burden facing the nation's low-income families. His creative spark ignited the Weatherization network.
