[bookmark: _GoBack]There are a few (15) questions we need to ask you so that we make sure we are taking the necessary steps to protect you (and your family) before we visit your home. 
1. Is there anyone in the household who has an active case of COVID-19 in the home? 
2. Is there anyone in the household who under a quarantine order or self-quarantining do to possible exposure to COVID-19?
3. Is there anyone in the household who is currently not feeling well and having symptoms like:
a. Fever over 100°
b. Cough
c. Shortness of breath
d. Sore throat
e. Muscle aches
f. Nausea
g. Vomiting
h. Abdominal Pain
i. Fatigue
4. Is there anyone in the household who has traveled internationally in the last 14 days?
5. Is there anyone in the household who has traveled inside the US to known “Hot Spots” (Check the CDC map daily to know where these are)
6. Is there anyone in the household who is a healthcare worker or other profession that is working around individuals with active cases of COVID-19?
7. Is there anyone in the household who is pregnant? 
8. Is there an infant or nursing mother in the household?
9. Are there pre-school age children in the household?
10. Are there any elderly individuals in the home? 
11. Is there anyone in the household who is on immune suppressant drugs? 
12. Is there anyone in the household who has traveled inside the US by airline in the last 14 days?
13. Is there anyone in the household who has underlying health issues? 
14. Is there anyone in the household who works in a profession that it is hard for them to maintain social distancing?
15. Has everyone in the household be practicing social distancing, wearing a mask, only making necessary trips etc?
