Iowa Weatherization Assistance Program
Process for Investigating Waste, Fraud, and Abuse



Iowa’s Weatherization Assistance Program (Iowa WAP) was previously in the Iowa Department of Human Rights and was merged into the Iowa Department of Health and Human Services (Iowa HHS) in July 2023. 

Iowa HHS has entered into an intergovernmental agreement for audits, inspections, investigations, and reviews, with the Iowa Department of Inspections, Appeals, and Licensing (DIAL). A new agreement will be executed July 1, 2025, and will include the Iowa WAP. 

Until such time as the new agreement has been executed, any credible evidence of the commission of a violation of Federal criminal law involving fraud, conflict of interest, bribery, or gratuity violations found in Title 18 of the United States Code or a violation of the civil False Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3729-3733), will be disclosed in writing to Iowa Health and Human Services, and the Auditor of the State of Iowa (per Iowa code), US Department of Energy (DOE), and DOE’s Office of Inspector General, as per 2 CFR 200.113.
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
